Project Superintendent Scott Curtis welcomed Memphis and her crew then introduced key members
of his team.

"We will be transitioning her [mission] from a warship to a mission of providing invaluable
replacement parts and equipment t o other vessels," said Curtis. He concluded by saying, "to
the crew of the Mighty Memphis, we look forward to working with you, and if the last few
weeks have been any indication - we will have a great experience and succeed in our mission."
Memphis Commaridg Officer, Cmdr. Jeffrey Joseph, thanked the NCMA for hosting the event and
introduced his "go - to guys."
